In a Circular issued on 26 August, 2008 “Proposed Cancellation of Admission to AIM and Notices of Annual General Meeting and General Meeting”, the Company sought shareholder approval to cancel the admission of its ordinary shares to trading on AIM.    A decision on the proposal will be taken at a General Meeting to be held on 18 September 2008.
In the event that shareholders do not approve the cancellation of admission, the Company will use all reasonable endeavours to procure that a replacement nominated adviser is appointed within the allowed time period.    If, however, shareholders approve the cancellation of admission, there will be no need to appoint a replacement nominated adviser and the cancellation of admission is expected to become effective from 7.00 a.m. on 26 September 2008.
